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TOUR & TAXIS, AN URBAN EXPERIENCE UNIQUE IN
BRUSSELS

Located in the heart of the European capital, ifeea Tour & Taxis is an ancient site
covering more than 45 hectares, alongside the Blsissanal. Renovated by the
Project T&T company in order to develop a mix ohdtions, it is today home to

offices, shops and events areas. The three prinbipliings, the Royal Warehouse,
the Sheds and the Maritime Station, are charaetehy their exceptional architecture,
a legacy of their rich industrial past. A dynanliging site, Tour & Taxis welcomes

more than 700,000 visitors per year. Fortified lng success, Project T&T is pursuing
its objective: to create a new district in Brussels

ONCE UPON A TIME

Tour & Taxis owes its original name to the foundefshe postal system, the Von
Thurn und Tassis family. They used the marshy kEodgside the port as pastures for
their horses and organised the imperial post froos&els, right up to the &entury.

Frans Von Tassis was behind the ‘horse post’ system
which operated a relay from town to town and which
enabled his illustrious family to reign unchalledgever

the postal system for 355 years.

At the end of the 19 century, Belgium was classified amongst the fiveagest
economic powers in Europe. Trade and merchandasssitr were intensifying in
Brussels and to keep up with this, it became ols/ibat a new port would inevitably
be required. Thanks to its exceptional positior, gtie of Tour & Taxis convinced the
capital. Alongside the canal, leading to the ciageg and very little populated, it was
chosen for the maritime and rail installations.

In 1910, around ten years after the port was ineaigd by King Leopold Il, a series
of prestigious buildings began operations: the Rdyarehouse with its dependent
buildings and a maritime Station, built on the nstions of the SNCB, the Belgian
Railway company.



This gigantic customs clearance and
goods warehousing complex logically
becomes the central hub for the transit of
merchandise through the capital.

During the sixties, Tour & Taxis saw its heydaythwinore than 3,000 workers on the
site. But just a few years later, it gradually ®ss raison d’étre with the opening of
European customs centres. Once abandoned, thenipsilgradually deteriorate and
the entire site is eventually put up for sale.

In 2001, following several unrealistic project pogpls, which do not fit in with the
existing district, Tour & Taxis gets its seconcelihanks to Project T&T. This joint
venture between two real estate companies (Extefsajerly Leasinvest, and
Robelco) sets itself the objective of creating a rokstrict for Brussels. So it starts
with the renovation, development and managemembaf & Taxis.



THE ROYAL WAREHOUSE, EUROPA NOSTRA MEDAL

Constructed between 1904 and 1906 according te pleawn up by architect Ernest
Van Humbeek, the Royal Warehouse was destinedconte the storage area for
merchandise under the control of the authorities.

This example of functional architecture

is characterised by its imposing facades,
faced with brick and natural stone. The
central section is decorated with the
coats of arms of Belgian cities and

provinces along with Mercury, the God

of Trade.

This building, with its exceptional architecturalaiity, benefited from the skills of the
ARCHI2000 bureau and of Jan Van Lierde for its ratmn. The result is stupendous
and was honoured in 2008 by the conservation atelvedopment medal awarded by
the Europa Nostra organisation.

Covered by an immense glass roof, this 57,000 m#ptex is traversed by a central
walkway, previously a railway.

Now renamed the ‘interior street’, the walkway

brings together design shops, restaurants, a spa an
various services. Several cultural exhibitions also
take place here every year.

The ‘lodges’ of the upper floors house offices,aiirently occupied by some forty or
so companies, and in which around 1,200 person&.widre Royal Warehouse is
living once again, thanks to its new multi-functibractivities and its architectural
richness.



THE SHEDS, THE NUMBER ONE PLACE FOR EVENTS IN
BRUSSELS

With the benefit of the talents of architect Ernéan Humbeek, the second building,
known as ‘The Sheds’ because of its shark’s toottiimg design, was constructed in
1903-1904 on a site of more than 17,000 m2. Witiding bays running alongside,
previously the stopping place for goods trainss tmposing building is covered by a
self-supporting metallic framework, a technicaltfeaique in the world.

Thanks to the glazed covering,
the shark’s tooth roofing disperses
natural light equally.

This genuine masterpiece of civil engineering idatp much sought after by events
organisers. Of easy access thanks to their outshacation, the Sheds are laid out
as large, divisible halls enabling a multitude offigurations.

Throughout the year, they welcome
prestigious events such as the
Antique Dealers Fair, the European
Business Summit and the Brussels
International Festival of Fantasy
Film.



THE LARGEST MARITIME STATION IN EUROPE

At the beginning of the Z0century, the SNCB (Belgian Railway Company), owoier
part of the site, constructs a new merchandiséstatloser to the port installations.
At the time, this immense, 4 hectare complex, wastided for goods either for
storage or in transit.

Architects Constant Bosmans and
Henri Vandevelde, who designed
the Maritime Station, didn’t
merely have size in mind. They
also paid attention to the details,
with wrought iron vegetal motifs.

The rails themselves, still visible today, mark tus maritime station, considered as
the largest in Europe. Now reconverted into an &varea, it is home amongst others
to the shows produced by Franco Dragone and thessBlsi Circus School
installations.



THE FUTURE OF TOUR & TAXIS TAKES SHAPE

The success they achieved with the Royal Warehaumsk the Sheds encouraged
Project T&T to continue with the development of Té@uTaxis. Redeveloping the rest
of the site remains the objective. The Agreementdeol signed by the City and the
Region of Brussels, established the Guiding Priasipnd was approved in July 2008.
A planning permit request was also lodged with @ity for the development of a
sustainable city district. The permit is expectedbe granted in June 2009. This
ambitious development project is aiming to createesav district with residential
accommodation, services and public infrastructures.

The site will be laid out with three principal themin mind: bringing life back to the
heritage, sustainable communities, and water.

The objective is to renovate the existing buildinggth respect for their own
individual characters. As for the new buildingseyhwill create a sustainable
community providing a pleasant living environmewith careful attention paid to
both the ecology and to mobility.

Large green areas, open to the
public, will also form part of
this district aiming to bring new
life to its heritage.

This new complex fits in perfectly with the devetognt the Region advocates for the
Brussels Canal: a park, a new bridge and resideatiecommodation alongside the
water.

Project T&T is passionate about this ambitious gubjand bringing it about in
collaboration with the district, the City and theuBsels Region, along with various

associations.
